


GORGONA performance of fourteen minutes - 2003

This performance on a stage is inspired by the Greek modern myth of the Gorgon. Pregnant, | feel my-
self as half woman-half animal, filled with water and unknown. | decide to create a character as a beast
evolving in an aquatic and blue-violet light atmosphere. For it, | developed a profound timbre of voice.

Hunched, the eyes glaring public or anchored to the ground under a slumping wig, Gorgona is an am-
biguous presence, at the same time tender and rebellious.

The creature arrives on stage accompanied by groans and superimposed voices. Its songs intoxicate
the visitors, and its words, infused with pain and fear, inspire respect. Seeming to have appeared from
nowhere, she terrorises the assembly for some minutes, then leaves the scene with a strident cry.
